The existing version of the data dictionary was developed using a PostgreSQL database with PHP running on top.  We are incorporating the same database tables into the upcoming version of Meta-Door and plan to have the same user functionality as well for that application.  Meta-Door is being developed in Java with more platform installation flexibility in mind allowing users their choice of relational database for storing records.

 

SEACOOS netCDF Standard: SEACOOS CDL v2.0: 

This describes a set of conventions adopted by SEACOOS to promote sharing and exchange of data from disparate ocean observing and remote-sensing data sources. These data include observations from buoys, offshore towers, ships, tide- and stream-gauging stations, acoustic profilers, radar, aircraft, satellites and other remote mapping sensors.
